ver 34 years ago the original Scirocco was launched at the Geneva
Motor Show, after a 15 year break its back and better than ever! The
New Scirocco is wider and longer than the Golf on which it’s based, but at
nearly 10 centimetres lower it really enhances its sporty look. For those
of you that know the VW marquee, you will also notice that the VW badge
has been moved from its traditional position in the grille to the bonnet.

This
saves on having a Bluetooth headset and remembering to keep it charged!

There isn’t a Euro NCAP rating for the Scirocco yet, but as it is based on
the Golf, it will probably receive the same 5 star rating, with great results
for both adult and child passenger and safety assist. Due to extensive
