atsuma is an urban-style Japanese restaurant situated in the heart of Soho.

The contemporary space offers a sleek, but casual dining venue, in which to
experience authentic Japanese cuisine. Guests dine at long communal wooden
tables, delivering a buzzing friendly dining environment. The décor of the restaurant
is modern, with exposed dark-wood panelling and bare walls. Set on two floors,
the restaurant seats 130 guests. The main floor is a large, open-plan space with a
window frontage overlooking Soho’s quirky shops and boutiques. With a double-
height ceiling and plenty of natural light, the restaurant is a vibrant spot to enjoy a
range of Japanese dishes.

Satsuma offers authentic Japanese cuisine and is renowned for its Bento Boxes.
These are traditional black lacquered boxes with compartments offering set menu
dishes. The most popular Bento Box is the Satsuma Bento, which contains salmon
and tuna sashimi, chicken yakitori, prawn katsu, a vegetable roll, seafood salad
and miso soup. Other favourites on the menu include the Japanese Katsu Curries,
Sushi, Sashimi, and Maki Rolls, as well as the Yaki Soba (thin noodles) and Yaki
Udon (thick noodles), served in healthy sized portions. Organic wines and a range
of teas complement the food.

Downstairs, the dining space has a warm ambience, with bright yellow walls
accentuated with coloured down-lighters. The architectural design by Stiff +
Trevillion reveals an opening in the ceiling. This enables natural daylight to filter
down on the room, while allowing the chatter and buzz from both floors to set a
lively tone. Six communal tables fill the lower ground floor, seating between 14
to 22 people per table. The simple design gives the restaurant a minimalist look,
which allows for the people and food to create the statement. Dishes are served
efficiently by friendly staff, as the crowds who throng to the restaurant are seeking
something quick and delicious.

Satsuma has a terrific Take Away Lunch Special. Available from Monday to
Friday, from noon until 3pm, guests can choose between four delicious Yaki Soba

three Fried Rice Dishes, for only £5.

Satsuma is part of the Royal China
Group’s prestigious restaurants, and
is the only Japanese restaurant in the
group.
